Accounts Payable

This year’s Association budget was reviewed and 

approved during our Fall general membership 

meeting.  For a copy, please refer to the Fall 

newsletter or the Lake Shannon website 

www.lake-shannon.com .   As part of the budget 

At the end of 2008, 8 liens were placed on 

properties which is down from the 11 previously 

filed in 2007.  I will continue to be diligent in 

collecting dues and hope that our new Bylaw which 

was passed at the October 2008 General 

Membership meeting will give me added leverage 

(see www.lake-shannon.com , Bylaws, Section V). 

I have been fortunate collecting delinquent dues on 

foreclosed homes.  Thus far, all dues on foreclosed 

homes owed to the Association have been collected 

reducing the A/R by $4500.  These properties will 

have liens removed which will bring the lien total 

down to 5.  As of April 20, 2009, $32,546.14 is still 

owed to the Association.  This includes dues/fees 

for 2009 and dues/fees for 2006-2008 (5 owners).  

This is down from a year ago when the A/R was 

$39,013.00. 

If you are a property owner who still owes the 

Association, please remit your payment as soon as 

possible.  Again, please reference the new Bylaw 

that gives the Association the authority to 

discontinue services such as garbage removal and 

boat launch key.  If dues are not paid, a lien fee, 

compounded interest, and any associated fees to 

collect your dues are charged to your account.

By-Law reminder for 2009: 

Article XI Section 1:  Boat Registration - All 

watercraft owned by all Lake Shannon property 

owners, whether registered with the State of 

Michigan as required by Law or not, must be 

registered with stickers issued by the Association.  

One of these two non-transferable stickers is to 

appear on both the starboard and port side of the 

watercraft immediately aft of the MICHIGAN 

WATERCRAFT REGISTRATION NUMBER POSITION.  

All watercraft must be registered, with current 

Lake Shannon stickers properly applied, prior to 

launching or operating on Lake Shannon. 

 

Launch keys will not be activated for ’09 if you 

haven’t obtained ’08-’09 stickers. 

 

Article IX Section 3:  4.  Limitation on the Loaning of 

Members’ Launch Access Keys – A boat ramp card 

key is issued to members for their personal use 

only.  A boat ramp card key may only be used for 

the launching or removing of boats which are 

registered with the association, displaying current 

Lake Shannon stickers.  Failure to comply with this 

requirement shall result in the deactivation of the 

loaning member’s card key.  Reactivation in this 

case will require payment to the Association of a fee 

of $100 for the first occurrence, $200 for 

subsequent abuses.  Such reactivation is to occur 

within 30 days from the date of payment of the 

reactivation fee.

Lake Shannon will again be tested for E-coli this 

year during the summer months. The 5 areas of 

testing will be 1.) West Pond Outlet, 2.) Twin 

Island Swim Beach,  3.) The Swim Beach Park,  

4.) Faussett Road Bridge,  5.) East Pond Outlet. 

This is done to insure that the lake is safe for 

swimming and fishing. Our e-coli levels have 

been consistently low thanks in part to our 

annual Canada Goose Round-up. The safe limit 

is 300 counts per 100 ml and Lake Shannon has 

been well below that limit, often below 10 

counts per 100 ml.   

 

Zebra mussels continue to be a threat. 

Whenever using your boat, fishing gear, scuba 

equipment, wet dry suits etc., that come in 

contact in another body of water, you must 

clean with bleach or hot water and/or allow to 

dry for 5 days to prevent the mussels from 
getting a start in Lake Shannon.

A quorum having assembled, the meeting was called to order at 7:35 pm. 

 

Introduction of Board Members and New Association Members: 

Amy announced that Debbie Hoeglund has resigned due to time commitments. The  

L.S.Board recently convened in a special meeting and voted to appoint Tom Roberts to replace her.  

Tom will head the Architectural Control Committee, assisted initially by the previous ACC Chair, Kurt Heier. 

There were no new members present. 

 

Minutes of the Spring Meeting:  Russ Spencer  

Russ motioned that the reading of the minutes from the General Membership Meeting of June, 2008 be waived 

and that the minutes be approved as published in the LSA Fall Newsletter and on the LSA website. The motion 

was supported and carried. 

Treasurer Accounts Payable:  Vana Shelton 

As of Sep. 8, 2008 the LSA cash balance was $130,705 divided between the First Bank of Howell checking 

account for current expenses ($75,594) and a Merrill Lynch Trust account for future expenses ($55,110).   

Full details were published in the Fall Newsletter. 

 

Treasurer Accounts Receivable:  Maria Hughes 

Total deposits YTD: $212,228.  Of this amount, $202,718 has been paid for 2008 dues.  The remaining 

$9,510 is from previous years dues and fees. 

Total amount still owed to the Association is $13,743 

Liens:  8 liens remain from the original 11 placed in 2007; 9 liens have been placed for 2008 and of those 9, 2 

homes are in foreclosure. 

 

Architectural Control:  Tom Roberts 

Tom was recently appointed and was unable to make this meeting. Margaret has entered his contact 

information on the LSA website.

Amy reported that a non-conforming sea wall had recently been built on a Ledgewood property. When the 

non-conformity was pointed out to the owner he agreed to correct it. However, his contractor subsequently 

reported that he had been instructed to make no changes. LSA will pursue legal action. 

 

Corresponding Secretary/Welcoming Committee: Margaret Andreen 

Margaret noted that this Fall’s Newsletter is streamlined to focus on the proposed budget for 2009. Member’s 

dues money is being saved by fostering Newsletter distribution by email rather than via US mail. One hundred 

members have opted to get the newsletter online. 

 

This year a new driver replaced the experienced man who had driven the mosquito control truck. A complaint 

of inadequate coverage was addressed by retraining the new man. His performance will be monitored again 

next spring. 

 

Rita Huizenga is handling the Welcoming Committee function. She should be notified of the arrival of new 

owners so that they can receive the Welcoming Package. 

 

Recording Secretary: Russell Spencer 

Russ thanked the members present for approving the last General Meeting’s minutes and reported that Board 

Meeting minutes are all current. 

He reminded members that those eligible for Volunteer Service Awards should notify him of volunteer hours 

served in 2008 so that they may be appropriately recognized in the Spring Meeting Award Ceremony. 

 

Five-Year Planning Committee:  Jim Huck 

Jim reported that there is no change in the rate of charge to each member for garbage and fire protection 

services in 2009. 

He alerted members to the effects on us of Township government and urged attention to the candidates for 

the Tyrone board, many of whom are our neighbors. 

 

Roads, Parks and Islands:  Glen Gray 

Glen reported that a number of ash trees on the islands have died from the emerald ash borer pest. They will 

be removed after the lake is frozen. 

 

Lake Level and Environmental:  Neil Brown 

Neil will begin drawdown on October 26th, at a slow rate to be completed in about 10 days. 

 

Boat Stickers and Launch Security:  Mark Bourdo 

Some members have yet to apply for their new stickers for the 2008-2009 period. 

Members who have not yet registered will have their launch access keys de-activated. They will be re-activated 

when their new stickers are issued.

New Business 

 

By Law Revision Proposals 

Maria described the proposal to amend the bylaw, Article V Dues/Assessments/Budget, to institutionalize the 

present method of collection of dues with particular reference to treatment of delinquent payments. This 

proposal is detailed in the Fall Newsletter. 

It authorizes the Board to withhold LSA services from members with delinquencies. 

In response to a question from Mike Laido, Maria reported that Attorney Fifarek has asserted that LSA has first 

claim on foreclosed assets based upon its municipality-like constitutional status as a “Summer Resort”. 

In response to Joe Smulsky’s question, Maria stated that of 11 members with delinquencies, when threatened 

with suit, 3 responded positively. LSA has received a court judgment against one owner for delinquent dues and 

fees and has subsequently paid up. 

Amy stated that she is looking into employing a collection agency to manage delinquent dues and fees 

collection. 

Mark noted that the current dues collection situation has been a great burden on Maria and he congratulated 

and thanked her for her efforts. 

 

Budget Review and Approval  

The proposed 2009 budget was published in detail in the Fall Newsletter. 

Jim lead an in depth review and authorization process. He explained that the Board had striven to propose a 

budget that minimized any resultant dues increase. In the final event, rising costs had forced a proposed 

increase of $50 per member. 

Members voted unanimously to approve the General Expense budget totaling $44,047. 

Ten items appear within the Special Assessment section of the budget and each was reviewed and voted 

individually: 

¶ Weed Control – $43,055 approved 

Jim Hanson recommended that we get a competitive bid for subsequent years. Mark agreed to do so. 

¶ Water Testing – $4,900 approved 

Dan Karagozian questioned the need for this expense. Neil replied that results are required for an annual report 

to the Mi DEQ and to maintain a baseline of data to monitor trends in the lake. For several years the results have 

been stable despite the amount of construction activities occurring upstream. 

¶ Mosquito Control - $17,075 approved 

Margaret explained that the application season was from Memorial Day to Labor Day. Henry Dodson noted that 

mosquitoes were prevalent this year after Labor Day and suggested the season be extended. Margaret noted the 

2008 budget authorized funds were exhausted by Labor Day this year but that if this situation recurred 

additional financing would be applied. 

¶ Boat Launch - $2,000 approved 

¶ Fireworks - $12,350 approved 

¶ Underwater Hazards/Dredging/Environment –  $5,000 

The intent is to build this fund until it reaches $70,000. If dredging is required, affected owners need to bring a 

proposal to the members for approval. 

¶ Legal Contingencies - $5,000 approved 

This fund is also to be built to the $70,000 level. Joe Smulsky pointed out that emergency legal action that has 

no supporting available funds would require an emergency members’ meeting that may negate the timeliness of

¶ Fire/Rescue - $32,960 approved 

¶ Waste Removal - $56,685 approved 

¶ Fish Stocking - $6,000 approved 

This year stocking was funded with $4,000 from the LS Sportsmen’s’ Club plus $2,000 from LSA. An 

additional $6,000 will be sought in the 2010 budget. After this third stocking, a study will determine if 

more is needed. The last previous stocking was performed in 2003. 

Jim Stenz raised the issue of trespassers taking the fish. Jim Huck promised to address this issue as an item 

for his 5 Year Planning Committee. 

 

County Affairs  

Member and County Commissioner Dave Domas is Chairman of the County Public Safety Committee.  

He reported that Livingston has the best county record for EMS services. The service to Lake Shannon has 

improved immensely since the days when we were served from Flint and arrival times as great as 45 

minutes resulted in needless fatalities. 

 

He noted that the County has a housing market related budget crunch. Lake Shannon’s county road, 

resurfaced 7 years ago, would normally be considered for remedial attention. However at $70,000 per mile 

this would probably not be feasible for some time. 

 

Russ recommended that members support Dave in his re-election contest on November 4th.

RESIDENTS IN THIS AREA ARE PLANNING TO HAVE THE WATERS IN THIS AREA TREATED WITH HERBICIDES AND ALGAECIDES FOR 
CONTROL OF AQUATIC WEEDS AND/OR ALGAE. 

 This notice is being circulated as required by Michigan Department of Environmental Quality (MDEQ) 
rules. A permit for the treatment has either been secured or will be secured from the MDEQ before the work is 
begun.  In some cases a permit is not required.   
 You are receiving this notice if you are in the proposed treatment area, or if you are within 100 feet of the 
proposed treatment area. In some cases, we also provide this notice to persons in adjacent subdivisions as an 
informational courtesy to advise persons who may have beach rights but are not lakefront residents. 
 We usually work with groups of homeowners or their elected representatives through homeowners 
associations, or with the owners of apartment or condominium units.  Please try to contact any of these in your 
situation if you have any questions about the proposed treatment plan. 
 

Aqua-Weed Control, Inc. typically does two types of treatments: algae control and weed control. 
Algae Control - If we are doing only an algae control treatment using only copper based products then no 

water use restrictions apply.  We will post the shoreline with yellow signs informing you of this work as required 
by the MDEQ. 

Ç Lakes – Typically lake shorelines are treated twice during the summer. 
Ç Ponds - Expect several algae control treatments during the summer beginning in late April thru 

September.  
Weed Control / Water Dye - If we are treating for weeds, using blue dye, or using some non-copper based 
products then there are restrictions on the use of the water, and we will post the shoreline with yellow signs 
before these products are applied to the water body as required by the MDEQ.   
 

We treat each water body according to a schedule or seasonal plan worked out between the persons in charge 

and an aquatic manager.  A typical plan will include multiple treatments from May thru August and possibly 

September.  However, due to the differences in season plans and the uncertainty of weather please watch your 

shoreline for the posting of the yellow signs throughout the summer. 

Typical lake weed control treatment patterns: 

Ç If your lake is to be treated with Fluridone then you can expect treatment in late April or early May and 
then again in mid May. 

Ç If your lake is to be treated for weeds using other herbicides then you can expect two treatments a 
summer.  The first being in late May or early to mid June.  The second application typically is done in 
mid to late July or early August depending on weed growth patterns.  In a few cases a third touch-up 
weed application may be required.   

Ç Ponds are typically treated for weeds twice each summer. 
IN MOST CASES YOUR WATER BODY WILL BE TREATED MORE THAN ONCE EACH SEASON; CHECK 
THIS WITH YOUR ASSOCIATION 
 
The posted signs will indicate the date of the treatment, the product name, the active ingredient and any 
restrictions as to the use of the water for swimming, watering lawns and the consumption of fish taken from 
these waters. We use NEW SIGNS for each treatment. 
 
Only products which have been registered for use in the aquatic environment by the Michigan Department of 
Agriculture and the US Environmental Protection Agency are used.  
 
We anticipate using one or more of the products listed. Please be aware of the restrictions on each product.  If 
the MDEQ changes any restrictions they will be noted on the signs we post. 
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TREATMENT NOTICE (contõd) 

PRODUCTS &  RESTRICTIONS: 

Reward (Diquat dibromide): Do not use the treated water for swimming for 1 day (MDEQ restriction).  Do not 

treated water to irrigate turf or non-food crops for a period of three [3] days after treatment. Do not use the 
treated water for watering food crops, animal watering (farm stock -- not incidental drinking by a domestic pet), 
or drinking purposes for a period of five [5] days after treatment. There is NO restriction on fish consumption. 
Diquat dibromide is the active ingredient.  No swimming restriction exists on the federal label of this product.    
Navigate / Aquakleen (2,4-D): Do not use the treated water for swimming for 1 day (MDEQ restriction).   Do 
not use treated water for irrigating plants, mixing sprays for agricultural or ornamental plants, watering dairy 
animals, or domestic water supplies. ―Irrigation‖ includes watering gardens --however it does NOT include 
established grasses.   Domestic use means using lake water inside your house. There is no restriction on fish 
consumption. 2,4-D is the active ingredient. No swimming restriction exists on the federal label of this product.    
Renovate 3 (Triclopyr):  Do not use the treated water for swimming for 1 day (MDEQ restriction).  Do not use 
treated water for irrigation of any plants except turf grass for 120 days or until the active ingredient has 
dissipated below a non detectable level as determined by water testing (usually after 2 weeks).  This restriction 
does not apply to established turf grass watering.  There is no restriction on fish consumption.  Triclopyr is the 
active ingredient.  No swimming restriction exists on the federal label of this product. 
Aquathol-K, Super Aquathol-K, Hydrothol-191 (Endothall):  Do not use treated water for swimming for 1 
day (MDEQ restriction).  Do not use treated water for lawn watering for a period of 7-14 days. Do not use 
treated water for household uses, animal watering [farm stock], or similar uses for 14 days. Endothall is the 
active ingredient in each of these products.   No swimming restriction exists on the federal label of this product. 
Sonar / Avast (Fluridone):  Do not use the treated water for swimming for 1 day (MDEQ restriction). It is 
suggested that lawn and garden watering be restricted from 7 to 30 days. The suggested number of days 
depends on the rate applied and whether you are on a lake or canal and the type of irrigation. The sign we post 
when we treat will give the details for your area. Fluridone is the active ingredient.   There is no restriction on 
fish consumption. No swimming restriction exists on the federal label of this product.      
Cygnet Select (Water Dye):  Do not use the treated water for swimming for 1 day (MDEQ restriction).  No 
restriction for fishing and watering.  Organic dye is the active ingredient.  The label restriction for swimming is 
ñseveral hoursò after application or after even mixing.  
Copper Sulfate / Chelated Copper / Earthtec (Copper based algaecides):  NO WATER USE 
RESTRICTIONS. Informational posting only. 
Phycomycin SCP (Sodium Carbonate Peroxyhydrate):  Do not use the treated water for swimming for 1 day 

(MDEQ restriction).  No restriction for fishing and watering.  Sodium carbonate peroxyhydrate is the active 
ingredient.  No swimming restriction exists on the federal label of this product. 
Komeen / Nautique / Harpoon / Current (Copper based herbicides):  Do not use the treated water for 
swimming for 1 day (MDEQ restriction).  Copper is the active ingredient.  No restriction for fishing and watering.  
No swimming restriction exists on the federal label of this product. 
Rodeo / Shoreklear (Glyphosate):  Used primarily for lily and emergent plant control. The active ingredient is 
Glyphosate. There is a 1day no swimming restriction (MDEQ restriction). There is no restriction on watering or 
fishing.  No swimming restriction exists on the federal label of this product.

Proposal 1: 
 

The Lake Shannon Sportsmen’s Club would like to submit the following By-law revision to be taken up under 

new business at the next Lake Shannon Association meeting on June 3, 2009. 

 

Article XIII, Section 3 - General Restrictions – IT SHALL BE UNLAWFUL TO, Item 11 currently reads: 

“Allow guest to operate a property owner’s watercraft, or use Association parks unless a guest card 

has been issued by the property owner.” 

 

Proposed replacement of Article XIII, Section 3 - General Restrictions – IT SHALL BE UNLAWFUL TO, Item 11: 

 

Guest Pass: 

Any guest of a Lake Shannon resident must be in possession of a guest pass, if not accompanied by a Lake 

Shannon resident.   

¶ The guest pass will be provided and controlled by the Lake Shannon Association Board. Each pass will 

identify the specific property owner and contact information.   

¶ The guest pass will allow a total of 4 guests, including the guest pass holder, access to specific Lake 

Shannon property. If you have more than four guests, the Lake Shannon resident must accompany them 

during their visit, except when operating a property owner’s watercraft.  

¶ This pass does not entitle the guest use or access of a “Guest Boat” (see Article XI, Section2). 

¶ No guest ATV’s, Snow Mobiles or Ice Shanties will be allowed. 

¶ The pass is good for a single day and must be returned to the Lake Shannon resident at the end of the 

day.  

¶ This pass must be in plain view at all times to clearly identify any guest. If approached by any Lake 

Shannon resident you must present this pass and identify those in your party. 

¶ The pass does not include the use of any Lake Shannon parking areas, these areas are for Lake Shannon 

residents only. If your guest must use association parking areas, the vehicle must have a valid Lake 

Shannon parking pass or is subject to being towed at the owners/resident’s expense.  

¶ If you require a resident vehicle pass, it is the responsibility of the Lake Shannon resident to request this 

from the Lake Shannon Association Board.  

¶ If you live off lake, your guest may gain access to the lake by designated Lake Association property.  

Access points to Lake Shannon do not include the spillway area.  Access to Lake Shannon does not 

include private lake side properties, unless you have the owner’s permission.  

¶ The Lake Shannon resident providing the pass will be held responsible for the conduct and actions of 

their guests.  If your guests are in violation of any rules or regulation set forth by the Lake Shannon 

Association or the State of Michigan, they will be asked to leave the lake property and your guest pass 

will be confiscated.  

¶ Passes will be issued only to those residents who are current with Lake Shannon dues.   

¶ The Lake Shannon Association reserves the right to terminate any resident’s guest pass if they believe 

the resident has abused this privilege.   

¶ If a resident loses the guest pass, they will be issued another at a replacement cost determined by the 

Lake Shannon Association Board.    
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Proposal 2: 
 

Please find below a bylaw proposal that has been presented to the board by Steve and Barb Altenberndt.  

The board would like to make it clear that while we appreciate the motivation behind this change we find 

the alteration to be unenforceable therefore we will oppose it.  The Altenberndts will sponsor this change at 

the general membership meeting. 

 

I respectfully submit the following By-Law revision be taken up under new business at the next 

Lake Shannon Association meeting on June 3, 2009. 

 

Article XI, and Section 6 currently reads: 

"Mooring Facilities - No rafts, docks or boats more than 100 feet from shore, or 10% of the width of the 

channel, whichever is less, nor outside the apparent extensions of the side lot lines." 

 

Proposed Article XI, and Section 6: 

Mooring Facilities 

1. For purposes of safe boating and navigability, no dock, raft or other structure, nor the watercraft using 

the structure, shall be so located as to: 

a) Be more than 30 feet from shore. 

b) Exceed 10% of the width of the channel if the width of the channel is less than 90 feet. 

c) Not obstruct use or access to any other dock, mooring or other structure. 

2. All docks in existence as of September 2008 are permitted to remain in place. 

3. If a new dock is constructed or a dock will be reconfigured, modified, or expanded 

from its current form, such changes must be approved by the ACC. 

4. Any dock, raft, or other structure placed at a greater distance than those specified 

above must be approved by the ACC. 

5. Docks and rafts removed and replaced to their same location and size after the 

winter lake level draw down are exempt from (3) above.

It's the Law: Specifically for PWCs 

 
PWC operators must obey additional legal requirements that apply specifically to the operation of personal 
watercraft on Michigan waters.  
 
Requirements Specific to PWCs 

¶ Each person riding on or being towed behind a PWC must wear a U.S. Coast Guard—approved Type I, II, or III 

PFD. Inflatable PFDs may not be used.  

¶ You may not allow a child under 7 years of age to ride on or be towed behind a PWC unless with a parent or 
guardian or designee of the parent or guardian.  

¶ The lanyard of a PWC's ignition safety switch must be attached to the person, clothing, or PFD of the operator.  

¶ It is illegal to operate a PWC between ONE HOUR BEFORE SUNSET and 8:00 a.m.  

¶ PWCs must be operated in a reasonable and prudent manner at all times. It is illegal to:  
o Jump the wake of another vessel unnecessarily close to the other vessel.  
o Weave your PWC through congested traffic.  
o Swerve at the last possible moment to avoid collision.  

¶ A PWC must be operated at "slow, no wake speed" if crossing within 150 feet behind another vessel unless 

the other vessel is also a PWC.  

¶ It is illegal to harass wildlife or disturb aquatic vegetation with your PWC.  

¶ You may not operate a PWC in waters less than 2 feet deep unless you are operating at "slow, no wake speed" or 
are docking or launching your PWC. 

 
Who May Operate a Personal Watercraft (PWC) 
Those less than 12 years of age:  No one under the age of 12 years may operate a PWC legally.  
Those 12 and 13 years of age may operate a PWC legally only if: 

¶ He or she obtained a boating safety certificate prior to January 1, 1999, or ...  

¶ All of the following conditions are satisfied:  
o The operator is accompanied solely by his or her parent or legal guardian and ...  
o Both the operator and the parent/legal guardian have obtained a boating safety certificate and é 
o The PWC is equipped with a lanyard-type ignition safety switch and the parent or legal guardian has the 

lanyard attached to his or her person, clothing, or PFD and ...  
o The PWC is designed to carry at least two persons.  

Those 14 years of age or older:  A person born after December 31, 1978, may operate a PWC legally only if he or she 
has obtained a boating safety certificate.  

Those born on December 31, 1978, or earlier may operate a PWC legally without restrictions 

 

Sharing Your PWC ... Safely! 
Sharing the fun of your personal watercraft (PWC) with friends is all part of the boating experience. Before you share your PWC, 

however, make sure that others you allow to operate it understand their responsibilities as an operator. They need to know that they 

have the same responsibilities as any other vessel operator, including obeying the navigation rules. 

 

In addition: 

¶ Make sure that anyone you allow to operate your PWC meets the minimum age and education requirements for 
PWC operation in Michigan and the local waterway you are using.  

¶ Show new operators how to start and reboard the PWC while on shore or in shallow water.  

¶ Explain how to steer and control the PWC. Tell all new operators and remind experienced operators that power is 
required for steering control!  

¶ Make sure that the operator understands how to use the ignition safety switch and attaches the lanyard to his or 
her person or PFD before starting the engine.  

¶ Have anyone new to PWCs go out in an uncongested area first. Tell them to stay well clear of other PWCs, boats, 
or persons in the water.  

¶ Explain how to recognize a "slow, no wake speed" marker and what to do when approaching one.

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PWC Courtesy When Encountering Other Vessels 

Jumping the wake of a passing boat, or riding too close to another PWC or boat, creates risks and is restricted or even 
prohibited in some states. The vessel making the wake may block the PWC operator's view of oncoming traffic and also 
conceal the PWC operator from approaching vessels.  Excessive noise from PWCs often makes them unwelcome with 
other vessel operators and people on shore. Be a courteous PWC operator.  

¶ Vary your operating area, and do not keep repeating the same maneuver.  

¶ Avoid congregating with other PWC operators near shore, which increases annoying noise levels.  

¶ Avoid making excessive noise near residential and camping areas, particularly early in the morning.  

¶ Avoid maneuvers that cause the engine exhaust to lift out of the water because that increases noise levels.  

¶ Do not modify your engine exhaust system if it increases the noise. Improperly modified exhausts will not make 
your PWC faster and may raise the noise to an illegal level.  

¶  
Environmental Considerations 

When operating your personal watercraft, consider the effect you may have on the environment. 

¶ Make sure that the water you operate in is at least 30 inches deep. Riding in shallow water can cause bottom 
sediments or aquatic vegetation to be sucked into the pump, damaging your PWC and the environment.  

¶ Avoid causing erosion by operating at slow speed and by not creating a wake when operating near shore or in 
narrow streams or rivers.  

¶ Do not dock or beach your PWC in reeds and grasses. This could damage fragile environments.  

¶ Take extra care when fueling your PWC in or near the water. Oil and gasoline spills are very detrimental to the 
aquatic environment. Fuel on land if possible.  

¶ Never use your PWC to disturb, chase, or harass wildlife  
 

It's the Law: Specifically for Skiing 
 

Vessel operators towing a person(s) on water skis or a similar device have additional laws they must follow. 
 
Requirements for Towing Skiers 

¶ Every vessel towing a person(s) on water skis, a surfboard, or a similar device must have a person, in addition to 
the vessel operator, observing the towed person(s) at all times.  

¶ It is illegal to tow persons on water skis, surfboards, or any device of this type between:  
o One hour after sunset and one hour before sunrise if towed behind a boat  
o One hour before sunset and 8:00 a.m. if towed behind a PWC  

¶ Persons being towed must stay at least 100 feet away from:  

o Any moored or anchored vessel  
o A dock or raft  
o Any marked swimming area or person(s) in the water  

¶ Those being towed behind a PWC must wear a U.S. Coast Guard—approved Type I, II, or III PFD. Inflatable 

PFDs may not be used.  

It's the Law: Before Going Out 
Who May Operate a Boat 
 
Those less than 12 years of age: 

¶ May operate a boat powered by a motor of no more than 6 horsepower (hp) legally without restrictions.  

¶ May operate a boat powered by a motor of more than 6 hp but no more than 35 hp legally only if they are directly 

supervised on board by a person at least 16 years of age.  

¶ May not operate a boat powered by a motor of more than 35 hp legally under any conditions.  
Those 12 to 15 years of age: 

¶ May operate a boat powered by a motor of no more than 6 hp legally without restrictions.  

¶ May operate a boat powered by a motor of more than 6 hp legally only if they:  

o Have passed a boating safety course approved by the Department of Natural Resources and have on 
board their boating safety certificate or ...  

o Are accompanied on board by a person at least 16 years of age.  
Those 16 years of age or older may operate any boat on the waters of Michigan. Note: See "Who May Operate a 

Personal Watercraft (PWC)" above.

State of Michigan ï Boating Laws 

All boats must be registered as required by law. 
Provide a lifesaving device for each person on board. 
Boats operating between sunset and sunrise must have 
proper lights. 
Motors must be muffled so as not to create excessive 
or unusual noise. 
Boats towing skiers must have a rear view mirror and 
must have a competent observer. 
Whistle or horn is required on all boats over 16 feet. 
Fire extinguishers are required in any motorboat with 
permanently installed fuel tanks. 
 
State of Michigan Safe Operating Rules 
Rules of the road – for boats are the same as for cars 
Powerboats must give way to sailboats, etc. 
The direction of traffic is counter clockwise. 
Stay at least 100 ft. from dock, raft, anchored boat or 
swim area. 
 
Lake Courtesy and Common Sense 

Do not speed past persons fishing. 
Watch your wake. 
Watch for fallen skiers and skis 
When returning to pick up a skier, slow your boat, make 
an immediate turn and head directly to the skier. 
Swimmers leaving designed swim area must have 
safety equipment with an attached flag. 
All skiers should wear a life-saving device. 
Do not anchor rafts, buoys or markers so as to create a 
navigational hazard.

LAKE SHANNON BY LAWS ARTICLE XI:  
BOATING REGULATIONS AND MOORING 
FACILITIES 
 
Section 1:  Boat Registration  - All watercraft owned by 

all Lake Shannon property owners, whether registered 
with the State of Michigan as required by Law or not, 
must be registered with stickers issued by the 
Association.  One of these two non-transferable stickers 
is to appear on both the starboard and port side of the 
watercraft immediately aft of the MICHIGAN 
WATERCRAFT REGISTRATION NUMBER POSITION.  
All watercraft must be registered, with current Lake 
Shannon stickers properly applied, prior to launching or 
operating on Lake Shannon. 
 
Section 2.  No Guest Boats - Only boats properly 

registered, as required by State Law, and identified by 
the Association sticker, will be allowed lake privileges.  
Stickers can be obtained from a designated official 
(usually the treasurer) of the Association.  All boats 
shall be equipped and operated in accordance with 
State Law. 
 
Section 3.  Boat Limitations – The maximum number 

of motorized watercraft that may be moored on any one 
lot or building plot (as defined in Article VIII, section 
1.4) is three (3). Mooring includes, without limitation, 
placing on shore, tying to dock or buoy, anchoring off 
shore and placing in a lift station or a similar device. 
 
Section 4.  Boating Regulations  
    1.  There shall be no water skiing before 9 a.m. on 
Saturday, Sunday, and Holidays. 
    2.  No wake-idle speed through channels that are 
posted "SLOW-NO WAKE" (State Law). 
    3.  36 MPH speed limit on Lake Shannon with the 
exception of barefoot skiers. 
    4.  One boat in slalom course at a time.  Three round 
trips in the slalom course or two falls limit. 
    5.  State Regulations regarding boating, personal 
watercraft (i.e.: Jet Skis), and water safety must be 
adhered to. 
    6.  The slalom course buoys are to be used for water 
skiing only.  No watercraft shall use the slalom course 
buoys to maneuver around or for weaving between 
unless turning to recover a down skier. 
 
Section 5.  Enforcement - With the best interest of all 

persons involved on Lake Shannon, these rules will be 
enforced by the local Police Department, Marine Patrol 
and regular Sheriff Department Officers. 
 
Section 6.  Mooring Facilities - No rafts, docks, or 

boats more than 100 feet from shore or 10% of the 
width of the channel, whichever is less, nor outside 
the apparent extensions of side lot lines.
